As we begin another year, | think of
the family related stories that we
have used over the years, and realize
that there are many more that are
still unshared.

Now for some stories

| have been looking at our local area
newspapers, and have been saving
articles that relate to our families.
Three of our Hale Family traditions
began here in the Mass Bay area.
Here are afew items that may be of
interest:

Our ancestors, Robert, Thomas and
Samuel, all started in the Mass Bay
areain the 1630's, and have been
intertwined since. We need to know
al three families to be able to trace
any individual branch.

This confusion has been around
since the 1650’s, and there have
been numerous instances where
families thought that they were re-
lated to an individual, and found out
|ater that that a particular Hale was
from another branch.



| wrote in an earlier newdletter, that
at one time, when Edward Everett
Hale was minister in Worcester,
Ma, he hosted a ceremony to eulo-
gize Col Prescott of Revolutionary
War fame, believing that Col Pres-
cott’s wife was a member of the
Robert Hale Family. Several years
later he found out that Prescott’s
wife was a descendant of Thomas
Hale of Newbury.

| have a copy of aletter from Rich-
ard W. Hale, founder of Hale and
Dorr, Counselors at Law 60 State
Street, Boston dated Jan 27, 1938 to
Miss Katharine P. Loring, who was
tracing Hale Genealogy for the
Beverly Historical Society shortly
after the Society had purchased the
Hale Farmin Beverly. Richard W.
Hale states that his ancestor Tho-
mas Hale came to Newbury in the
mid 1630’s, while Robert Hale
came to the Boston areain the early
1630's, but that they were of no
kin. Richard said “your lot got Na-
than and Edward Everett, while my
lot got Sarah Josophia Hale, who
wrote “Mary had a Little Lamb”,
and Hannah who married a Dustin,
and used her hatchet on the necks
of seven Indians who tried to take
her to Canada.

Locally, inthe Byfield area of the
Town of Newbury, isaboarding
school founded in 1763 , when
Governor Dummer, a Mass Bay
Governor in the 1720’ s donated
some of hisland for the school.

His Son-in-law, Rev Moses Hale, a descendant of Thomas of Newbury, was
the first master. The school isin the process of changing its name to Gover-
nors Academy, dropping the “Dummer” name.

Isit fact,
legend, or fantasy?

In the 1830’s, you could purchase 100 acre lots on the scenic Swift River val-
ley bordering Major Samuel Hal€e's Location between Conway and Bartlett
NH, for $1.05 per 100 acres. Thomas Russell bought 5 parcels for $5.25 and
build a house in 1832, on the Banks of the Swift River on what is now the
Kancamagus Highway, in Albany, NH. Farming was difficult, the growing
season was short, not even long enough to grow corn.

In 1887, Russell’ s granddaughter, Ruth Colbath, inherited the farm, One day
in 1891, Thomas Colbath left the house saying, “He would be back in alittle
while.” Hiswife never saw him again. She remained in the house, and is said
to have placed alight in the window each night for the next 39 years until she
died in 1930, Three years later, Thomas Colbath returned to the house without
a proper excuse.

The house in on the National Register of Historic Places, and is open to visi-
tors from Memorial Day to the Last week in October

Richard Jacobs, who would later
become Rev John Hales step-
father, built the first Cart Bridge in
Ipswich in the 1640’'s. Rev Hale's
first wife, the stepdaughter of
Governor Symonds also lived in
Ipswich. The Choate Bridge is the
oldest stone-arch bridge in the
english speaking United
States,built in 1764, and is still in
use on busy Route 1A in Ipswich.
The bridge is named for John

Choate Bridge 1880

Choate , the major proponent of its
design, and who oversaw the
construction. Mr Choate must have
had afew misgivings, for it is said
that when the opening day
celebration was being held, he
watched the festivities from a
mounted horse, fully prepared to
flee to Canada if the Bridge failed.

While | am reminssing about this
historic area, | would like to
celebrate the anniversary of
William Lloyd Garrison bornin
Newburyport, Ma. December 9,
1805, a contempory of Senator John
Parker Hale, and a prominent figure
in the anti-slavery movement. He
was not popular because many
northerners felt that if the southern
slaves were freed, they would move
north and take manufacturing jobs
away from the local s because they
would be willing to work for lower

wages.
