| have highlighted the three towns of Ipswich, Salerd, @harlestown, and the map on the left shows
the towns in 1634, while the map on the right shows hawynmore were settled by 1643.

By 1643 there were 15,000 settlers in the Mass Bay Colowyaa additional 3000 in the Plymouth
Colony.

In King Phillips war in 1675 — 1676, over 600 settlers homes weareed to the ground, and well over
600 settlers were killed.

John Parker Hale Married Lydia Clarkson O'Brien who wasdaughter of William
O’Brien with brothers Gideon, John, Dennis and Josephddimeir brother Captain
Jeremiah O’Brien, Captain of the Unity when she capttifd® Margaretta in the first
naval battle of the American Revolutionary War on JunelZZ5 at the entrance of the
harbor at Machias (a town then in Massachusetts, novoptm state of Maine)

You may remember that the Honorable Sena-

tor John Parker Hale(8) was a US Senator and
we had an article a few year ago featuring the

desk that he used in the Senate, and which is

still in use.

Senator Hale’s daughter Lucy was a friend of
John Wilkes Booth, and after he captured fol-
lowing President Lincolns assassination, he
had a picture of Lucy Lambert Hale in his
jacket pocket.

Samuel Hale(5), was the nephew of Major
Samuel Hale of Portsmouth, NH, and came
from Rockport Ma to attend his uncles school
in Portsmouth, later attended Harvard, became
a lawyer, and was a staunch loyalist, refusing
to sign the Association Test, he became a
member of the British forces in charge of
American prisoners of war in the New York
area, and some say was involved with Nathan
Hales capture and eventual hanging although
this has never been substantiated. — This Sam-
uel is also believed to be the model for the
William O’Brien Reverend Edward Everett Hale’s book

“The Man Without a Country”, because he was deported to Eshghever to see his
wife and son again, because he died trying to return tgrRouthin 1787, Thus Cousi
Rose who like many Americans had ancestors with strotigdesbout the Revotion.
